A RECOMMENDATION OF THE WOODINVILLE PLANNING COMMISSION
TO REPEAL THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 175 AND
AMENDED BY ORDINANCE NOS. 281, 282, 289, 305, 379, 455, 456, 476, 477, 485,
489, 499, 539, 645, 651, AND 718; AND TO READOPT A NEW OFFICIAL ZONING MAP

WHEREAS, the City of Woodinville is fully planning under Washington’s Growth
Management Act pursuant to Chapter 36.70A RCW; and

WHEREAS, the City of Woodinville is classified as a non-charter code City under Title
35A RCW; and

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted the Woodinville 2015 Comprehensive Plan by
Ordinance No. 591, and amended by Ordinance Nos. 591, 641, 646, 650, 651, 669, 689, 701,
704,711, 716, 717, and 733; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 35A.63.100, the City is authorized to adopt an official
map dividing the City, or portions thereof, into appropriate zones within which specific standards,
requirements, and conditions may be provided for regulating; and

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted an Official Zoning Map by Ordinances No. 175 § 2,
on July 14, 1997, and amended by Ordinance Nos. 281, 282, 289, 305 § 2, 379 § 20, 455, 456,
476, 477, 485, 489 § 2, 499, 539 § 3, 645, 651, and 718; and

WHEREAS, the City performed a comprehensive review of its zoning and development
regulations that was summarized in a Permitting and Zoning Study that was presented to the City
Council on May 5, 2019, that included proposed changes to the zoning map; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held multiple public meetings to discuss changes
to the Unified Development Code (Title 21 WMC) regulations including the zoning map; and

WHEREAS, after providing notice consistent with WMC 21.86.090, the Planning
Commission held a public hearing on , to receive public testimony on the proposal and
voted to forward a recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to RCW 36.70A.106(3)(b), a notice of intent to adopt was
transmitted to the Washington State Department of Commerce on (material ID# 2022-S-
3962); and

WHEREAS, a State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) threshold Determination of
Nonsignificance (DNS) for the proposed code amendments was issued on , pursuant
to WAC 197-11-340(1).



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ADVISED THAT THE PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDS
THE FOLLOWING:

Section 1. Repeal Official Zoning Map. The Official Zoning Map adopted by Ordinance
No. 175 § 2 and amended by Ordinances Nos. 281, 282, 289, 305 § 2, 379 § 20, 455, 456, 476,
477, 485, 489 § 2, 499, 539 § 3, 645, 651, and 718, are recommended to be repealed.

Section 2. Adopt New Official Zoning Map. A new Official Zoning Map is recommended
to be adopted as set forth in Attachment A.
